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Torture and related acts constitute one of the most common and devastating challenges to health and civil society. 

The Istanbul Protocol (Manual on Effective Investigation and Documentation of Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment)

is the joint United Nations and World Medical Association standard for training in the “assessment of persons who allege torture and ill treatment, for investigating cases of alleged torture, and for reporting such findings to the judiciary and any other investigative body”. 
In the ARTIP project basic workshop you are offered a fast introduction into all interdisciplinary aspects of the Istanbul protocol that will support health care and legal professionals to participate in the fight against torture and inhuman and degrading treatment.
